NEA Advisory on Dengue Situation and Dengue Control Measures

In the first three months of 2023, Singapore has had over 2,000 dengue cases. There were
151 dengue cases were reported in the week ending 18 March 2023, 32 cases more than in
the previous week.

The National Environment Agency (NEA) observed an 31 active dengue clusters, and 4
dengue clusters with red colour alert (i.e. cluster with 10 or more cases) as of 20 March
2023, NEA urges everyone to take immediate action to suppress the Aedes mosquito
population and break disease transmission, by regularly practising the following Mozzie
Wipeout ‘B-L-O-C-K’ steps:

‘B-L-O-C-K’ steps

Break up hardened soil

Lift and empty flowerpot plates

Overturn pails and wipe their rims

Change water in vases

Keep roof gutters clear and place BTI insecticide inside

The school Intensify checks around the school premises for potential mosquito breeding
grounds and ensure proper housekeeping. Let's practise the “Mozzie Wipe-out” (see
attached) at home too, so that we can keep everyone safe in the community. Anyone
showing symptoms suggestive of dengue should see their GPs early to be diagnosed (refer
to MOH website for dengue symptoms https://www.moh.gov.sg/diseases-updates/dengue.
